
 
Healing Qigong Workshop: Christchurch 

Saturday March 20th and Sunday March 21st, 2010 
Sheng Zhen Wuji Yuan Gong  -   Healing Qigong Part One – The First 10 Movements 
 
The Sheng Zhen Healing Qigong form involves a series of thirty movements, contained in three distinct parts and performed seated on 
a chair.   The focus of this form is the healing process.   Part One, entitled ‘The Gathering of Healing Qi’, involves the first ten 
movements and teaches the practitioner how to gather healing qi (life force, prana, ke). Part One can be used as a practice on its own. 
 
S.Z. Qigong involves gentle, coordinated, graceful meditative movements that naturally expand and condense the body, breath and 
energy.   When these movements are combined they create a transformative sequence, similar to dance.   This is referred to as a 
qigong form.   Sheng Zhen Wuji Yuan Gong is a Qigong system of forms that provides the practitioner with techniques to help 
achieve health, strength, happiness and contentment.   This is a tool for general self care, a means to restore, clarify and 
balance your energy. 
 
Who can benefit from this workshop? 
Anyone interested in improving, enhancing or maintaining their health can benefit from learning Sheng Zhen Healing Qigong. SZHQ 
is suitable for the senior citizen.   The workshop venue has wheelchair access.   This particular form of Qigong is highly recommended 
for those working with people.

What you need to bring:   Loose comfortable clothing, a packed lunch, (or Cafes/shops approx. 2 kms away), a bottle of water, a 
cushion and blanket.  If you are not comfortable in a standard chair you may wish to bring a collapsible chair of a height and weight 
that allows you to sit securely on the edge of the seat and place your feet comfortably on the floor. 
 
You can assume we have 
reserved your place on receiving your registration and deposit unless contacted otherwise.  Registration closes on 12th March.  Please 
note there will be no partial enrolments for this workshop.
